2. Aggregate gross expenditure for 2004-2005 is estimated
at Rs.7,92,721.08 crore. Against this requirement, the amount
asked for ‘on Account’ is BRs.

4 Although the Vote on Account includes one-third of the
estimated provision for the whole year, the provisions therein are
not intended to be used for expenditure on any “New Service”.
