It is one of the explanatory documents which aid economic analyses. The statements
contained in this document are prepared on the basis of data/inputs given by
Ministries/Departments. Some of the statements are based on the data contained in the

Expenditure Budget.

The statements of this document reflect budgetary trends in important policy areas such
as Gender Budget, Welfare of Children, resource allocation for North Eastern Areas, Welfare of
Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes, etc. Besides, the consolidated information on types of
schemes, Subsidies, Investment in Public Enterprises, resources of Public Enterprises,
assistance to Autonomous bodies provide valuable macro perspective to different areas of
Government. Subsequent to merger of Rail Budget with Union Budget in 2017-2018, statements

were added to give detailed analysis of transactions of Ministry of Railways.

Efforts were concentrated at giving information with minimal repetition, detailed cross-
referencing of tables and crisp, concise footnotes, so that the information is of maximum utility to
both a discerning analyst as well as a lay reader. The "Expenditure Profile" is divided into five
parts, namely, Part | - General, Part Il - States, Part Il - External Sector, Part IV - Establishment
and Public Enterprises and Part V - Railways Statements. Footnotes have been provided only
where the entries are not self-explanatory and the components or explanations are non-

intuitive, and therefore, every entry would not entail a footnote.

Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS) includes those schemes which are funded by both the Centre and the States
as per the approved sharing pattern and implemented by States.

Since, FY 2021-22, the Union Government has been implementing the Single Nodal Agency (SNA) model. It aims at
enhancing visibility and transparency in fund flows to States under Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS). It seeks to ensure
just-in-time release of scheme funds to States based on the pace of expenditure. As the Union Government/ States borrow to
finance their development/ welfare schemes, this system avoids float/ idle parking of funds, which results in savings in interest
costs for further productive use. This model also facilitates realistic and transparent budgeting.

For each scheme, the State Government designates one Single Nodal Agency (SNA) and opens its account in a
scheduled commercial bank. All scheme funds remain only in the SNA account. Other scheme Implementing Agencies (I1As)
down the line, open Zero Balance Subsidiary Accounts (ZBSAs) to draw funds from SNA account. State treasuries are
integrated with PFMS & exchange data on release of Central & State share of CSS funds. SNA bank accounts are also
mapped in PFMS to get near real time information on fund availability in SNA account through Core Banking system.

Il. The table below summarizes the borrowings of NHAI over the years. These NHAI borrowings do not
constitute part of Central Government debt (as per section 2(aa) (iii) FRBM, Act, 2003). Resources raised by NHAI
through toll collections are initially credited to the Consolidated Fund of India and then ploughed back to NHAI
through the annual financial statement. These resources along with other receipts are used by NHAI to repay the
debt.
